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This is TechIreland’s fourth annual Innovation Island 
Pulse Survey in partnership with Google Ireland. 
The past year has been one of a rapidly evolving 
technology landscape and major developments in 
global politics and the economic environment.

The Pulse Survey aims to capture the sentiment of 
Irish tech companies, and highlight their priorities, 
and challenges. The data from over 100 Irish tech 
CEOs and founders, was compiled during January, 

The overall mood of Irish tech companies is less 
upbeat than in previous years. While a third of 
tech companies think Ireland is becoming a better 
place to start a business,  that’s a significant drop 
on previous years. Half of the respondents believe 
there are good fundraising opportunities here, but 
most feel that there are gaps in the Irish fundraising 
landscape.

Most startups expect to increase employment and 
to see revenue growth in 2025.  The top priorities are 
customer acquisition and new product development, 
followed by fundraising and skills training.  Lean and 
ESG (Environmental, social and governance) remain 
laggards. New jobs will be in sales and marketing, 
followed by technology and admin roles.

Bootstrapping and funding from family and 
friends, followed by State and VC are the most 
important sources of funding. Government supports 
by Enterprise Ireland, LEOs, and accelerator 
programmes such as the NDRC are top of the list of 
useful supports. 

In terms of People & Diversity,  38% of employees 
are female, while 20% of companies have senior 
leadership or co-founders who identify as New 
Irish or immigrant entrepreneurs. While these are 

encouraging, there’s still significant scope to drive 
further growth and diversity. 

ChatGPT is by far the most popular AI platform, with 
Microsoft Azure a distant second, followed by other 
GenAI Models including Google’s Vertex AI, AWS 
Bedrock, Meta Llama, Mistral, etc. 

Google and Microsoft have inched closer to AWS as 
cloud providers, especially for GenAI implementation, 
with Oracle and IBM further behind.  While 30% 
of companies said they are currently not using 
Generative AI in core operations, most companies 
are using it to Finetune foundation models, Build AI 
Agents, code compilation, etc. Data Analysis, Coding 
and Productivity are the top three functions driving 
AI adoption. 

Google Workspace is the top collaboration tool, 
ahead of Slack, while WhatsApp is growing as a 
team tool for hybrid work.  Google Meet is preferred 
for video conferencing, followed by Zoom and 
Microsoft Teams.  Google Workspace is the most 
popular project management tool, surpassing Jira 
for the first time. HubSpot for CRM, AWS for Cloud 
and Stripe for Payments are undisputed leaders in 
their respective segments.

In terms of the all-island economy, more than 60% 
are positive about B2B collaboration opportunities 
with Northern Irish companies.

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Based on the survey, the startup environment appears 
cautiously optimistic. While the mood is less upbeat 
than in previous years, it still paints a generally pos-
itive picture. A key finding is the focus on customer 
acquisition as the top priority, which suggests start-
ups are heavily invested in growth. Funding sources 
like cash flow, Angels, State, and VC are crucial, indi-
cating a reliance on both internal and external capital 
in an ecosystem that is still more early stage focused. 
The presence of “New Irish” founders highlights the 
evolving demographics within the startup communi-
ty. The popularity of ChatGPT, Google Workspace, and 
Hubspot points to the ongoing adoption of modern 
tools within the ecosystem.

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I agree with John and Paddy, the mood of the sector is 
largely optimistic, in spite of the geopolitical challeng-
es that Ireland faces. TechIreland’s latest data shows 
that January 2025 was a strong month for startup 
fundraising but I’m hesitant to read too much into that, 
given it is only one month and follows several years of 
declining funding. It is, nonetheless, encouraging. The 
Pulse survey reveals that half of companies believe 
there are good fundraising opportunities here, a testa-
ment to the work Enterprise Ireland is doing through 
their New Frontiers, Pre Seed Startup Fund, High Po-
tential Startups and the recently expanded Seed & Ven-
ture Capital program. The survey went out before the 
Government’s announcement to continue funding the 
NDRC National Accelerator. 

Last year, 80% of respondents said valuations had 
decreased, that figure is now 34%, not great, but an 
improvement. Survey participants however highlight 
specific gaps that are worth emphasising - we need 
more growth capital, and more specialist investors who 
are able to better appreciate risk and rewards when it 
comes to investing in latest technologies, including Ar-
tificial Intelligence and Quantum Computing. To me, the 
real mood of the startups is reflected in their confidence 
in generating higher revenues in 2025 and growing their 
teams in the coming months. This resilience keeps the 
Irish tech ecosystem thriving. 

I am convinced there is more we can do to encour-
age diversity and inclusion in our founder community. 
TechIreland will continue to support female founders, 
immigrant entrepreneurs, cross-border opportunities 
and fledgling startups in its 2025 work programme. AI 
adoption is gaining momentum but the pace at which 
AI is changing means there is need for upskilling and 
focused supports. These are some issues that will 
drive the work programme in 2025, especially TechIre-
land’s National AI Challenge and National AI Meet.

In 2024, TechIreland successfully integrated the Irish 
Ecosystem Database with the global Dealroom net-
work comprising 3 Million tech companies across 
100 startup ecosystems. This opens up new oppor-
tunities for our companies, universities, investors and 
policy makers to access international data, highlight 
Irish tech globally and benchmark the Irish ecosystem 
against others. Here’s wishing the Irish tech communi-
ty a successful and prosperous year ahead.

the top priority. Despite Ireland's strong performance when it 
comes to attracting EU funding, EU support is low on the list, 
probably because the support is highly selective and is only 

relevant for very select projects. Recent changes to the R&D Tax 
credits, while welcome, are also the target of a minority of tech 
companies. This appears to be a missed opportunity.  It is also 
interesting that Crowdfunding is not a priority for most firms.

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For us, as a growing tech employer expanding in both 
commercial and technical roles, I think the largest 
challenge in Ireland is now the housing crisis; junior 
employees simply cannot afford to live in Dublin or 
major cities, and are stuck at home for disproportionate 
durations of their early career. Similarly, wage inflation 
(for which housing is a contributor) is very significant 
in mid-level and higher-level roles. This is going to 
cripple companies’ ability to grow in Ireland in the near 
term. Moreover, the sector faces growing international 
uncertainly with countries becoming more nationalistic 
(particularly the USA), and unknown impacts of EU 
regulation regarding AI.
That being said, opportunity abounds for AI companies 
like ourselves; there are massive opportunities to build 
exciting products on the new paradigms of AI that have 
been developed in the last 2-3 years across multiple 
sectors - it’s a very exciting time and customers are 
more educated than ever before.

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Early-stage enterprises in the Irish Tech Sector continue 
to struggle with funding. The expansion of the EIIS 
tax reliefs was a very positive development - but this 
benefits a wide range of very conservative infrastructure 
investments rather than venture-type businesses 
that could have significantly higher growth potential 
with higher value jobs. A significant share of venture 
capital seed investment remains committed to follow-
on funding of prior year investments rather than new 
investments. Combining these factors results in a huge 
dependence on family office/high net worth persons 
investment. It would be encouraging if there were 
incentives for this type of investment specifically to 
ensure the pipeline of Irish startups remains strong and 
that these companies can grow from Ireland, as opposed 
to having to go elsewhere to get funding.
